To meet the meal pattern requirements fluid milk must be served at all reimbursable meals. In Alaska [and other remote states] if a sufficient supply of fluid milk cannot be obtained, “milk” includes reconstituted milk.
According to 7CFR 210.10 (m)(2)(ii) if a school is unable to obtain a supply of any fluid milk on a continuing basis, the state agency may approve the service of meals without fluid milk if the school uses an equivalent amount of canned or dry milk in the preparation of the meals. 

In 210.10 (m) (2) if the schools cannot get an adequate supply of fluid milk, they can still participate in the NSLP under two conditions, (i) emergency conditions and (ii) on a continuing basis. In each of these cases the LEA may provide milk in other forms. 

Conditions and Criteria for granting a milk waiver: 

(i) Fluid milk is unavailable due to emergency conditions.


OR
(ii) Fluid milk is unavailable on a continuing basis due to;

1. Fluid milk products are not sold or shipped to the school community on a regular basis.

2. Transportation of fresh milk to remote schools will result in spoilage or unsafe quality.

3. Transportation of shelf stable milk is very expensive compared with the cost of shipping dry milk AND reconstituted dry milk is a commonly accepted meal component in the community. 


Districts may apply for a milk waiver as part of the annual renewal process. When a waiver is in place districts need not reapply annually unless circumstances have changed.
