The structure of these programs varies, but they all integrate students for most content instruction and provide this instruction in the non-English language for a significant portion of the school day.
· Two-way Immersion: See dual language above.
· Developmental Bilingual Education: The purpose of a Developmental Bilingual Program is to develop and maintain full proficiency in the student’s home language while promoting full proficiency in all aspects of English. Developmental bilingual programs use two languages, the student’s home language and English, as the means of instruction. The instruction builds upon the student’s primary language skills while developing and expanding the student’s English language skills. These programs may also be known as late-exit or maintenance bilingual programs. Most students in the class would speak the same primary language. Students may spend more years in a developmental program than in a transitional program as the goal is fluency in two languages.
· Transitional Bilingual Education: The primary purpose of a Transitional Bilingual Education (TBE) program is to facilitate the LEP student’s transition to an all-English instructional environment while receiving academic subject instruction in the native language to the extent necessary. A TBE program utilizes a student’s primary language in instruction. The program maintains and develops skills in the primary language and culture while introducing, maintaining, and developing skills in English. As proficiency in English increases, instruction in the native language decreases. TBE programs may also be known as early-exit bilingual programs. Most students in the class would speak the same primary language. Generally students may spend up to three years in a transitional bilingual program in order to build a foundation in literacy and academic content to facilitate English language and academic development as students acquire the new language.
ENGLISH ONLY PROGRAMS
· English as a Second Language (ESL/ESOL): The goal of an English as a second language (ESL) or English for speakers of other languages (ESOL) program is to teach LEP students English language skills, including listening, speaking, reading, writing, study skills, content vocabulary and cultural orientation. ESL/ESOL instruction is based on special curricula that typically involve little or no use of native language and is usually taught during specific school periods. For the rest of the school day, students may be placed in mainstream classrooms, an immersion program or a bilingual program. ESL programs may be designed as a pullout program, a classroom model or a content-based approach.
· Sheltered English: The goal of this instructional approach is to make academic instruction in English understandable to English language learners to help them acquire proficiency in English while at the same time achieving in content areas. Sheltered English instruction differs from ESL in that English is not taught as a language with a focus on learning the language. Rather, content knowledge and skills are the goals. In the sheltered classroom, teachers use simplified language, physical activities, visual aids, and the environment to teach vocabulary for concept development in mathematics, science, social studies and other subjects. This approach can be known as Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol (SIOP).
· Structured English Immersion: In this program, LEP students receive all of their subject matter instruction in English. The teacher uses a simplified form of English. Students may use their native language in class; however, the teacher uses only English. The goal is to help minority language students acquire proficiency in English while at the same time achieving in content areas.

Section 1002:
The purpose of this title is to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging State academic achievement standards and state academic assessments. This purpose can be accomplished by —
(1) ensuring that high-quality academic assessments, accountability systems, teacher preparation and training, curriculum, and instructional materials are aligned with challenging State academic standards so that students, teachers, parents, and administrators can measure progress against common expectations for student academic achievement;
(2) meeting the educational needs of low-achieving children in our Nation's highest-poverty schools, limited English proficient children, migratory children, children with disabilities, Indian children, neglected or delinquent children, and young children in need of reading assistance;
(3) closing the achievement gap between high- and low-performing children, especially the achievement gaps between minority and non-minority students, and between disadvantaged children and their more advantaged peers;
(4) holding schools, local educational agencies, and States accountable for improving the academic achievement of all students, and identifying and turning around low-performing schools that have failed to provide a high-quality education to their students, while providing alternatives to students in such schools to enable the students to receive a high-quality education;
(5) distributing and targeting resources sufficiently to make a difference to local educational agencies and schools where needs are greatest;
(6) improving and strengthening accountability, teaching, and learning by using State assessment systems designed to ensure that students are meeting challenging State academic achievement and content standards and increasing achievement overall, but especially for the disadvantaged;
(7) providing greater decision making authority and flexibility to schools and teachers in exchange for greater responsibility for student performance;
(8) providing children an enriched and accelerated educational program, including the use of schoolwide programs or additional services that increase the amount and quality of instructional time;
(9) promoting schoolwide reform and ensuring the access of children to effective, scientifically based instructional strategies and challenging academic content;
(10) significantly elevating the quality of instruction by providing staff in participating schools with substantial opportunities for professional development;
(11) coordinating services under all parts of this title with each other, with other educational services, and, to the extent feasible, with other agencies providing services to youth, children, and families; and,
(12) affording parents substantial and meaningful opportunities to participate in the education of their children.

(A) has moved from one school district to another; or
(B) resides in a school district of more than 15,000 square miles, and migrates a distance of 20 miles or more to a temporary residence to engage in a fishing activity.

Finding and enrolling eligible migrant children is a cornerstone of the MEP and its importance cannot be overemphasized. The majority of migrant children would not fully benefit from the educational services to which they are entitled and, in some cases, would not attend school at all if SEAs did not identify and recruit them into the MEP. This is particularly true of the most mobile migrant children, who are the most difficult to locate.
Under section 1304(c)(7) of the statute, the SEA is responsible for identifying and recruiting all eligible migrant children residing in the State. As a condition of accepting migrant funds, districts must agree to the following:
1. Develop a recruitment plan that includes recruitment efforts year round throughout the community.
2. Establish a quality control process for ensuring the correctness of the information used to determine each child’s eligibility under the MEP definitions.
3. Hire qualified staff and provide for annual training related to the State’s identification and recruitment procedures.
4. Meet all deadlines for the submission of records and adhere to the State’s established procedures for the identification and recruitment of migrant students.

Section 1304(d) of the statute gives priority for services to migrant children: (1) who are failing, or most at risk of failing, to meet the State’s challenging State academic content standards and challenging State student academic achievement standards, and (2) whose education has been interrupted during the regular school year. District plans must address the ways that districts will provide for the needs of migrant children who meet the criteria for a priority for service.
Alaska’s PFS definition (priority for service): 
A PFS student meets one of the following criteria for failing, or being at risk of failing, to meet academic content and achievement standards:
a. Any eligible migrant student in grades 3-10 who is below proficient in any content area on SBA’s; 
b. Any eligible migrant student in grades 11-12 who has not passed all sections of the HSGQE; or 
c. Any eligible migrant student in grades K-2 who is determined to be at risk of failing to meet content and achievement standards through a district-determined assessment such as the DIBELS, the IPT assessment for English language proficiency, or other appropriate assessment. 
And 
Had a school interruption meeting one or more of the following criteria: 
a. The Qualifying Arrival Date (QAD) of the most recent migrant move was during the current or prior school year;  
b. An additional move related to the migrant lifestyle was made during the current or prior school year; or 
c. A school interruption related to the migrant lifestyle occurred during the current or prior school year.

2.3. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, there will be an increase in the percentage of migrant students who graduate.
School Readiness
3.1. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, 95% of parents of identified pre-kindergarten migrant students will receive information about the State of Alaska Early Learning Guidelines.
3.2. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, 95% of migrant-funded preschools will implement the ELG.
3.3. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, 95% of parents of migrant PK children participating in training and/or receiving resources from the MEP who respond to a survey will report being better prepared for helping their child be ready for school. 
Supplemental Support Services
4.1. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, 95% of staff serving migrant students will receive information and available support services.
4.2. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, a majority (51%) of migrant families providing feedback will report that they were satisfied with the quality and appropriateness of MEP-sponsored support services received by their children.
4.3. By the end of the 2011-12 school year and each year thereafter, there will be an increase in the number of migrant families who provide feedback that their support service needs have been met.

Academic Support

1-2 Implement research-based strategies in academic content and monitor student progress.
1-3 Provide academic support program options beyond the regular school day.
1-4 Identify and provide supplemental research-based instruction in English language acquisition to migrant LEP students
1-5 Identify and provide parent/family resources in literacy, math, and identify how parents can support their children in school.
1-6 Provide training on and model strategies in content areas that parents can use to help their children at home with reading and math.
1-7 Identify indicators of academic need in reading, writing, and math for migrant students at all grade levels.
1-8 Utilize resources for MEP staff related curriculum, instructional strategies, progress monitoring tools, and ideas that work.
1-9 Provide opportunities for school staff who work with migrant students to participate in district, national, or state-sponsored PD. 
High School Graduation
2-1. Identify individual student needs on which to base graduation enhancement opportunities. 
2-2. Provide opportunities and support for migrant youth to attend graduation-focused activities.
2-3. Provide opportunities for migrant students to experience the fine arts.
2-4. Collaborate with business/industry to enable migrant students to participate in work and work-readiness activities. 
2-5. Provide information, advising, and counseling services to middle school and HS-aged migrant youth and their parents.
2-6. Involve parents, students, and staff in the development of individual success plans and monitor progress for students not passing the HSGQE in 10th grade. 
2-7. Provide after school, evening, or Saturday classes for HSGQE preparation.
2-8. Provide migrant HS students appropriate credit recovery and/or distance education options for credit accrual. 
2-9. Implement research-based graduation and drop-out prevention strategies beginning in the elementary grades, coordinated with the middle school and high school. 
2-10. Provide outreach activities for migrant Out-of-School youth. 
School Readiness
3-1. Provide information to parents of migrant preschoolers on the ELGs. 
3-2. Provide resources and training on the ELGs and effective practices to appropriate staff.
3-3. Use effective practices and research-based curriculum and instruction that support the implementation of the ELGs.
3-4. Provide parents of migrant preschoolers resources and training on early literacy and school readiness.
3-5. Coordinate with early childhood and other service providers to provide opportunities for parent training on early literacy and school readiness. 
Supplemental Services
4-1. Identify resources for migrant students/families in schools and communities. 
4-2. Provide information to parents about available support services. 
4-3. Solicit feedback for parents about support services needed. 
4-4. Invite migrant parents to participate in school visits to learn about support services to help their children in school 
4-5. At the start of the school year, distribute information to school staff about support services available to migrant students and families. 
4-6. Provide supplemental student support services in medical/dental, health/nutrition, and/or safety.
4-7. Provide transportation services (e.g., Saturday tutoring, before/after school learning activities).
4-8. Provide educational support resources (e.g., books for the home, school supplies not provided by the school to all children).
4-9. Initiate referrals to health, social services, and other agencies and providers.

For every district applying for Title II-A funds the professional development plan must include a description of how the district offers training to teachers to enable them to
1. Teach and address the needs of students with different learning styles, particularly students with disabilities, students with special learning needs (including students who are gifted and talented), and students with limited English proficiency;
2. Improve student behavior in the classroom and identify early and appropriate interventions to help students described in the bullet above;
3. Involve parents in their child’s education; and
4. Understand and use data and assessments to improve classroom practice and student learning. [NCLB, Section 2122(b)(9)]
This training is required to be provided, but may be funded through other sources.
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According to section 2123, school districts may use Title II, Part A funds for any of the following types of activities*:
1. Recruiting and retaining highly qualified teachers and principals, e.g. through providing scholarships, bonuses, or other financial incentives for teachers in hard to fill positions. Funds may be used for pupil services personnel if the LEA is making progress toward meeting annual measurable objectives described in section 1119(a)(2), the requirement for highly qualified teachers on Title I.
2. Recruiting professionals from other fields and providing them with alternative routes to certification, and providing increased opportunities for minorities, individuals with disabilities, and others underrepresented in teaching.
3. Providing professional development activities that improve the knowledge of teachers, principals, and, where appropriate, paraprofessionals.
4. Initiatives to promote retention of highly qualified teachers and principals.
5. Activities to improve the quality of the teaching force, including innovative professional development programs.
6. Professional development activities for principals and superintendents.
7. Hiring highly qualified teachers in order to reduce class size, especially in the early grades.
8. Carrying out teacher advancement initiatives and pay differentiation.
9. Carrying out programs and activities related to exemplary teachers.
*Note:
· Guidance for Title II-A indicates that districts are strongly encouraged to look closely at their needs for recruiting, training, and retaining high quality math and science teachers, particularly in light of their student academic achievement in math and science.

3. To assist States and localities in the acquisition, development, interconnection, implementation, improvement, and maintenance of an effective educational technology infrastructure in a manner that expands access to technology for students (particularly for disadvantaged students) and teachers.
4. To promote initiatives that provide school teachers, principals, and administrators with the capacity to integrate technology effectively into curricula and instruction that are aligned with challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards, through such means as high quality professional development programs.
5. To enhance the ongoing professional development of teachers, principals, and administrators by providing constant access to training and updated research in teaching and learning through electronic means.
6. To support the development and utilization of electronic networks and other innovative methods, such as distance learning, of delivering specialized or rigorous academic courses and curricula for students in areas that would not otherwise have access to such courses and curricula, particularly in geographically isolated regions.
7. To support the rigorous evaluation of programs funded under this part, particularly regarding the impact of such programs on student academic achievement, and ensure that timely information on the results of such evaluations is widely accessible through electronic means.
8. To support local efforts using technology to promote parent and family involvement in education and communication among students, parents, teachers, principals, and administrators.
The primary goal is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary schools and secondary schools. The additional goals are the following:
(A) To assist every student in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade, regardless of the student’s race, ethnicity, gender, family income, geographic location, or disability.
(B) To encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems with teacher training and curriculum development to establish research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices by State educational agencies and local educational agencies.

The recipient shall provide professional development in the integration of advanced technologies, including emerging technologies, into curricula and instruction and in using those technologies to create new learning environments, such as professional development in the use of technology—
(A) to access data and resources to develop curricula and instructional materials;
(B) to enable teachers—
(i) to use the Internet and other technology to communicate with parents, other teachers, principals, and administrators; and
(ii) to retrieve Internet-based learning resources; and
(C) to lead to improvements in classroom instruction in the core academic subjects, that effectively prepare students to meet challenging State academic content standards, including increasing student technology literacy, and student academic achievement standards.
Waivers—Paragraph (1) shall not apply to a recipient of funds made available under section 2412(a)(2) that demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the State educational agency involved, that the recipient already provides ongoing, sustained, and intensive, high-quality professional development that is based on a review of relevant research, to all teachers in core academic subjects in the integration of advanced technologies, including emerging technologies, into curricula and instruction.
In addition to the activities described in subsection (a), a recipient of funds made available by a State educational agency under section 2412(a)(2) shall use such funds to carry out other activities consistent with this subpart, which may include the following:
(1) Establishing or expanding initiatives, particularly initiatives involving public-private partnerships, designed to increase access to technology for students and teachers, with special emphasis on the access of high-need schools to technology.
(2) Adapting or expanding existing and new applications of technology to enable teachers to increase student academic achievement, including technology literacy—
(A) through the use of teaching practices that are based on a review of relevant research and are designed to prepare students to meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards; and
(B) by the development and utilization of innovative distance learning strategies to deliver specialized or rigorous academic courses and curricula to areas that would not otherwise have access to such courses and curricula.
(3) Acquiring proven and effective courses and curricula that include integrated technology and are designed to help students meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards.
(4) Utilizing technology to develop or expand efforts to connect schools and teachers with parents and students to promote meaningful parental involvement, to foster increased communication about curricula, assignments, and assessments between students, parents, and teachers, and to assist parents to understand the technology being applied in their child’s education, so that parents are able to reinforce at home the instruction their child receives at school.
(5) Preparing one or more teachers in elementary schools and secondary schools as technology leaders who are provided with the means to serve as experts and train other teachers in the effective use of technology, and providing bonus payments to the technology leaders.
(6) Acquiring, adapting, expanding, implementing, repairing, and maintaining existing and new applications of technology, to support the school reform effort and to improve student academic achievement, including technology literacy.
(7) Acquiring connectivity linkages, resources, and services (including the acquisition of hardware and software and other electronically delivered learning materials) for use by teachers, students, academic counselors, and school library media personnel in the classroom, in academic and college counseling centers, or in school library media centers, in order to improve student academic achievement.
(8) Using technology to collect, manage, and analyze data to inform and enhance teaching and school improvement efforts.
(9) Implementing performance measurement systems to determine the effectiveness of education technology programs funded under this subpart, particularly in determining the extent to which activities funded under this subpart are effective in integrating technology into curricula and instruction, increasing the ability of teachers to teach, and enabling students to meet challenging State academic content and student academic achievement standards.
(10) Developing, enhancing, or implementing information technology courses.

(B) be based on an established set of performance measures aimed at ensuring that the elementary schools and secondary schools and communities to be served by the program have a safe, orderly, and drug-free learning environment;
(C) be based on scientifically based research that provides evidence that the program to be used will reduce violence and illegal drug use;
(D) be based on an analysis of the date reasonably available at the time, of the prevalence of risk factors, including high or increasing rates of reported cases of child abuse and domestic violence; protective factors, buffers, assets; or other variables in schools and communities in the State identified through scientifically based research; and
(E) include meaningful and ongoing consultation with and input from parents in the development of the application and administration of the program or activity.
(2) Periodic evaluation:
(A) Requirement- The program or activity shall undergo a periodic evaluation to assess its progress toward reducing violence and illegal drug use in schools to be served based on performance measures described in section 4114(d)(2)(B).
(B) Use of Results- The results shall be used to refine, improve and strengthen the program, and to refine the performance measures, and shall also be made available to the public upon request, with public notice of such availability provided.


(3) Waiver:
A local education agency may apply to the State for a waiver of the requirement of scientifically based material selection and implementation as designated by the U.S.E.D. (please see http://www.ed.gov/admins/lead/safety/exemplary01/edlite-exemplarychart.html for list of designated programs) to allow innovative activities or programs that demonstrate substantial likelihood of success.
